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Heacham Junior School is a ‘Foundation School’. The school admits children from 7 to 11 years of age. The school offers a four year course of study from Year 3 to Year 6 (Key Stage 2 of the National Curriculum) The school serves the village of Heacham but will accept pupil’s from outside this area if sufficient places exist.
Although requests for admission are co-ordinated by Norfolk County Council, as the Local Education Authority (LEA), it is the governors of Heacham Junior School who are responsible for the admission of pupils. However, the governors have to “act in accordance with” the statutory School Admissions Code of Practice (2007) and also the statutory Schools Admissions Appeals Code of Practice (1st September 1999)
Parents and guardians who wish to apply for a place for their child at Heacham Junior School in September 2011/2012 should do so in accordance with the published admissions timetable issued by the LEA.
Children will be admitted, having attained 7 years of age without reference to aptitude or ability. The number of intended admissions for 2011/12 is 45. Where applications exceed the number of places available, the governors will give preference to children living nearest to the school, according to the following rules in this order of priority:

1. Children with a statement of special educational needs naming that school.

2. Children in  public care who are due to start school or to transfer to the appropriate age group.

3. Children who are due to transfer, living in the area served by the school who have a brother or sister attending the school at the time of their admission.
4. Children who are due to transfer, living in the area served by the school who have no brother or sister connection to the school.
5. Children who are due to transfer, living outside the area served by the school who have a brother or sister attending the school at the time of their admission.
6. Children who are due to transfer, living outside the area served by the school and attend a feeder school at the opening date of the admission round.

7. Children who are due to transfer, living outside the area served by the school who have no brother or sister or feeder school connection with the school. 

To determine who lives nearest, we will measure distance door to door (as the crow flies) using Ordnance Survey data. The address will be measured from the post office address point on the property.
In the event of a child being refused admission, parents may appeal to the appeal panel. The membership of the admissions appeal panel is independent from the school’s governing body. The governing body can make joint appeal arrangements with the LEA and other foundation schools.
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
