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ART AND DESIGN POLICY
Our aims for Art and Design match the school’s broader aim to “nurture a critical awareness”.

They enable pupils to develop spiritual values and a wider understanding of life so becoming more visually discriminating citizens who have an active interest in the natural and built environment.  They are also in line with the Norfolk Curriculum Policy statement and the National Curriculum for Art and Design 2000, which states “pupils develop their creativity and imagination through more complex activities.  These help to build on their skills and improve their control of materials, tools and techniques.  They increase their critical awareness of the roles and purposes of art, craft and design in different times and cultures.  They become more confident in using visual and tactile elements and materials and processes to communicate what they see, feel and think”.

Objectives

Our pupils are taught to:

Explore and Develop Ideas

· Collect visual and other information to develop ideas.
· Question and make thoughtful observations.
· Select and record from first hand observation.
· Compare ideas, methods and approaches of own and others’ work.
· Know about the role and purposes of artists, craftspeople and designers in different times and cultures.
Investigating and Making

· Combine visual and tactile elements.
· Apply their experience of materials and processes and investigate possibilities.
· Develop control of tools and techniques.
· Use a variety of methods and approaches to communicate ideas.
· Match materials and processes to ideas and intention.
Evaluating and Developing Work

· Adapt their work according to views.
· Describe how they think and feel about methods and approaches in their own and others’ work.
· Suggest how they might develop their work further.
Programmes of Study

Each balanced unit of study, which is linked to half-termly topics, integrates the teaching of skills through investigating and making, knowledge and understanding.  Children explore ideas and evaluate, adapt and refine their work through their knowledge and understanding.

Concepts

Over four years the depth of children’s knowledge is increased progressively through the visual and tactile elements of art

· Line and tone.
· Shape, form and space.
· Pattern and texture.
· Colour and light.
Children are taught appropriate terminology and by the end of the period, as a result of discussion and comparing their own and others’ work, specialist vocabulary develops.

Skills

We aim to develop aesthetic, creative and technical skills by giving pupils the opportunity over the four years to

· Express ideas and feelings.
· By direct recording and observation from the natural and made worlds.
· By designing and making artefacts and images.
Children are taught the practical skills in

· Drawing.
· Painting.
· Collage and mixed media.
· Printmaking.
· Digital media.
· 3D sculpture.
· Textiles.
Contexts

In line with Norfolk Curriculum Policy Statement and our school policies which include multicultural education and equal opportunities there are links in our curriculum framework with painters, photographers, printmakers, sculptors, architects, designers and craftspeople.  They are from past and present, Western and non-Western cultures.
The locality of the school is used when appropriate and visits to the beach and coast for environmental study give opportunities for practical activities.

Implementation

The school is committed to the visual arts and display is considered a vital part of that education.  One of our school aims is “to provide a stimulating environment” as this supports aesthetic awareness.  All teachers help to maintain our high standard of display (see separate display policy).

Art and Design is linked to half-termly topic and between one and two hours is devoted to it each week.  The head teacher and governors have overall responsibility for the delivery and monitoring of the art curriculum.  It is taught presently by non-specialist class teachers under the guidance and leadership of the Art Co-ordinator.  Learning Support staff provide added support for some children identified on the Special Needs Register. 
Teaching styles differ but there is a balance between open-ended and closed tasks.  There are appropriate demonstrations as well as opportunities for exploration and investigation.  Pupils are encouraged to select and use materials and tools with confidence and at times to work collaboratively with others.  Teachers adapt their teaching methods to suit the purpose.

Planning

We offer a developmental programme which ensures progression and continuity.  Learning opportunities are challenging for children of different abilities and aptitudes.  As art and design is linked to topic work contexts are meaningful and motivating.  They give scope for a variety of thinking skills and learning styles so that all learners are included.  Learning outcomes provide information for evaluation and assessment purposes.  We do not make detailed records for each child in relation to these outcomes, a manageable recording system and occasionally pupils’ self-assessment informs teachers; the level descriptors, too, are an indicator.

Health and Safety

Good practice includes safe and sensible handling of tools and materials.  There are first aid procedures in place and supporting documents (e.g. Code of Practice Art N.C.C. Education) are held by the art co-ordinator.

Resources

We have an extensive range of expendable and raw materials.  These are purchased throughout the financial year when the budget has been allocated. This is usually in the region of £1000.
Staff have their own supply of paint, brushes, glue and other basic materials. Other materials such as pastels and inks, or equipment that is not in frequent use, is stored in the co-ordinator’s room or corridor areas and is easily accessed.  Written resources are also stored in the ‘art’ room and are available to staff.  Images vary in size from the very large to postcard size.  There are also real works of art, craft and design on display around school. These artefacts are often used in teaching sessions.
