New Fence
We are very pleased with our new fence, we feel that it will add to the safety and security of our children without impacting too much on our lovely grounds.

It may mean that some of you will have a little further to walk to access the school playground if using the College Drive entrance, but it will mean that children and parents are separated from traffic in the car park at busy times of the day and that the site will be secure during school sessions.  

From Monday morning, the gates to the car park will be closed at the beginning and end of the school day. Please do not use the car park to turn vehicles around or to drop off/ pick up children. Please enter the school using one of the two pathways from the small gates either side of the main gate (if using the College Drive entrance); one towards the netball courts, the other towards the bicycle sheds. We will be constructing a paved path across the grass in the near future. The gates at Cheney Hill and Fengate will not be affected.
If you wish to come into the school office, please come in via the path next to the bicycle sheds and use the small gate near to the front entrance. Children are not to use the front door to enter school. They should enter through the doors from the playground or next to the library. Shortly after the beginning of the school day (8.40am) all gates will be locked so that the only access will be through the car park – ensuring that all visitors to the site have entry only through the front door which has an access control. Please ensure that your child arrives at school in good time (before the bell goes at 8.40am) to avoid being locked out! Any one arriving at school after the gates have been locked will have to enter through the car park and the front entrance.
I am sure it will take us all a little time to perfect routines for locking and unlocking the gates, and I apologise in advance if the changes cause a little inconvenience; but I am sure you will agree that the improved level of safety will be well worth it.
