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Spelling

All children to have weekly spelling lists to learn, which will be tested in school.
To meet the learning objectives for the National Literacy & Numeracy Frameworks, teachers may wish to draw upon the following resources / strategies:

The National Literacy Framework & Appendices;

NLS spelling bank activities;

Lists based around letter strings;

Spelling World Books 1—3 (Yr 3 & 4);

Teaching Spelling (Yr 5)

Structured Spelling Lists (Levels 1—7)

The development of word logs drawn up from mistakes which occur in the child’s own writing .

Handwriting

Handwriting practice will take place daily, using the Interactive Whiteboard Programme ‘Pen Pals’. Sessions include gross and fine motor skill development and involve the modelling of correct letter formation and the joining of letters.
Books or sheets with handwriting lines printed in them should be used as appropriate.
When children can form their letters consistently they should be encouraged to join their handwriting to form a flowing, cursive style.

Once pupils are joining and their letters are of a consistent formation and size, then a pen may be used initially in handwriting practice and then in general work.
Year 3 & 4 to use BLUE Berol Handwriting pens only.

Year 5 & 6 to may chose to use a fountain pen or continue to use a Berol    Handwriting pen. No biros may be used.
Pens are available to purchase from the school stationery shop.
A pencil should be used for maths and diagrams throughout the curriculum (i.e. science, geography etc).

Presentation

All written work in books should have;

A margin;

Date and title underlined;

(short date acceptable for worksheets / maths);

Horizontal labelling;

Use of line guides when using plain paper;

Errors—use of a rubber for pencil, or cross out with a single line using a ruler.

No Tippex or correcting fluid to be used by pupils;

No scribbling on the covers of exercise books. 
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
