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We recognise that written comments, offering feedback to pupils on how to improve their work further, are one of the most effective methods of moving children forward in their work.
Language
Written work will be assessed in relation to the objectives set for that 

particular lesson. Pupils and teachers may assess their work using a marking ladder which indicate learning objectives and success criteria. Targets may be set as a result of this process. In some pieces of work highlighter pens may be used; green will indicate where objectives have been met, orange may be used to indicate areas which need further attention. 

Spelling errors will be corrected according to the ability of the child (i.e. if a teacher feels the error was not appropriate for the child’s spelling ability.)

Depending on the error the word will either be supplied or the child asked to correct the word using a dictionary.

Marking should be seen as positive feedback to the child informing them of errors but not seen as a criticism, we all learn by our mistakes.

Occasionally, we may ask children to mark their own work or mark a partner’s work. A different colour pen / pencil will be used to show this.

Teachers and/or pupils may, occasionally, draw a smiley face or use traffic light signals  to give feedback or show how they feel about the work completed during the lesson.

This activity gives the teacher useful information on the child’s self confidence.

If work is marked with the child during the lesson the teacher will initial it.
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
